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Ricoh Releases Internet-Ready, 3.34-Megapixel RDC-i700 Image Capturing Device to Provide Business Solutions

TOKYO, Japan, xxx, 2000 —Ricoh Company, Ltd., today released the Internet-ready, 3.34-megapixel RDC-i700, which will be available from xxxx 2000. This flagship model is designed primarily for business users seeking to capture, edit, and distribute images and text over the Internet. The RDC-i700 can browse websites. It also draws on diverse data management capabilities that allow users to make image-based documents very efficiently. 

The RDC-i700 is both visually attractive and user-friendly. It features a large, 3.5-inch LCD that offers touch-screen ease with the stylus pen provided. 

The RDC-i700 is based on Ricoh’s Image Communication concept of providing image processing equipment and systems that make communicating information more efficient than ever before. “The RDC-i700 is the forerunner of a totally new approach to image and information management for the mobile user because it combines the performance of a full-featured digital camera with sophisticated communications and data management capabilities“, says Shozo Kudo, general manager of Ricoh’s Personal Products Division. He adds: “ We found that most digital cameras currently available are designed only to replace film with digital memory. They are not very useful for business. This prompted us to formulate the ‘Image Capturing Device concept’”.

Main Features 
Mobile Internet Communications 

The RDC-i700 can e-mail still images at the press of a few buttons. You can store up to 50 e-mail addresses in the embedded memory, which allows you to take advantage of the Quick Send feature. You can send files in their existing high-resolution format or choose from one of five file size settings to accelerate transmission. 

By installing dial-up server software on a modem-equipped PC, you can dial the modem directly and upload images to that PC. 


Another key advantage of the RDC-i700 is that users can upload images to your website. The RDC-i700 incorporates templates to convert images into HTML format and upload files to your website using the FTP Upload function. A built-in Web browser lets users check uploaded images online and otherwise surf the Web for information. 


To communicate with people without Internet access, the RDC-i700 can also fax images taken in Text mode.


The RDC-i700 incorporates Type-II PC card and Compact Flash slots. It supports certain Mobile phone, Modem, LAN, and ATA cards for additional communications and storage flexibility. Please see the specifications table at the end of this release for details of recommended devices. 

* To use Internet e-mail and browse the Web, you will need an Internet Service Provider account. 

* You will need a communications card to upload files to the Internet from the RDC-i700.
Image Data Management on the Move

The RDC-i700 features the JOB Navi. function, a virtual assistant that uses Microsoft Word and Excel templates provided in the software CD to build an Image Capture Guide List. The user follows the list in taking shots and then transfers image to the PC, where they link automatically with the source file. 

The JOB Navi. function is also useful for autogenerating an HTML file. Just select captured images and slot them into an HTML template.

Image-based presentations can be edited and then played back on the RDC-i700’s own 3.5-inch LCD screen or through an NTSC or PAL television monitor as multimedia presentations. 

The 3.5-inch, touch-screen LCD makes it easy to view and change data and check high-resolution images. It can be operated using the supplied stylus pen. Users can annotate handwriting using the tool palette or add memos and other information by pressing the On-screen Keypad. A folder management facility helps organize image files for easy access. For added convenience, particularly during presentations, an optional remote control unit is available.

PC-Connectivity 

To improve productivity, the RDC-i700 can be connected to a PC. You can open the PC’s web browser to handle images in the RDC-i700 and even copy them to the hard disc drive. The RDC-i700 software pack includes the Explorer Plug-In for Windows and a Mac application called RDC-i700 Mounter. Installed on a PC, you can operate the RDC-i700 like an external disc drive. 

*Note that files cannot be saved, copied or moved through applications.

Full Digital Camera Capabilities 

The RDC-i700 combines a 3.34-megapixel CCD with a 3x optical zoom lens—equivalent to 35–105mm on a 35mm film camera—for print-quality resolution of up to 2048 x 1536 pixels and shooting flexibility. In normal capture mode, the camera can take macros as close as 1cm (0.4 inches). The RDC-i700 employs Ricoh’s document technology to crisply capture text in black and white. WAV-format voice memos and movie capturing capability, which uses the AVI (Motion JPEG) format, add realism to images. Stills can also be annotated with sound and text. 
Ideal Applications

The RDC-i700 is perfect for a wide range of business uses. Insurance and construction firm employees in the field can use it to record information that they can send quickly to headquarters for instant assessment. Realtors and retailers can capture images to present on-line or include in signboards or pamphlets. Marketers can harness the RDC-i700 as a power presentation assistant. And educators can use this device as a distance learning tool through LANs or over the Internet. The JOB Navi. function revolutionizes imaging tasks by allowing users to quickly and easily manage large amount of images and create databases. 

Accessories

The RDC-i700 ships with a rechargeable lithium-ion battery, battery charger, lens cap, soft case, neck strap, stylus pen, USB cable, and AV cable. An AC adapter, remote control, and lithium-ion battery are optionally available. The kit also includes a software CD, which contains Image Capture Guide List templates and a USB driver.
